By submitting the entry form fully completed and signed, entrants will assign a limited copyright of the image to the competition organisers enabling reproduction of the image for public displays and publications (both printed and digital) in conjunction with the competition AND for the purpose of publication in printed and digital material promoting water conservation, including National Water Week in subsequent years. Artists will be credited whenever the posters are used. Entries from students under the age of 18 must have adult consent. 
11. The following prizes will be awarded to individuals who receive first, second or third place in each category:
· First
-  Prize pack valued at $100.00
· Second 
-  Prize pack valued at $60.00
· Third 
-  Prize pack valued at $30.00
12. An overall school will be selected as the major prize winner.  The winner will be determined using the following criteria:

· A school must submit three posters in all four categories
· All posters must be creative in reflecting the theme, ‘Water for me, water for all’
The winning school will receive a 2019 calendar which will display all 12 posters from the school*.
